Cimatics festival is hosting the 5th Video Vortex conference. Two years after its first edition, Video 
Vortex returns to Brussels, this time hosted in one of the great icons of mid 20th century modern 
architecture: the Atomium. 

The past two years, the conference series - which focuses on the status and potential of the moving 
image on the Internet - has visited Amsterdam, Ankara and Split, growing out into an organized 
network of organizations and individuals. Time for an interim report, perhaps. We asked some 
participants of the first Video Vortex editions and publication, as well as new ones, to reflect on 
recent developments in online video culture. 

Over the past years the place of the moving image on the Internet has become increasingly 
prominent. With a wide range of technologies and web applications within anyoneÕs reach, the 
potential of video as a personal means of expression has reached a totally new dimension. How is 
this potential being used? How do artists and other political and social actors react to the 
popularity of YouTube and other Ôuser-generated-contentÕ websites? What does YouTube tell us 
about the state of contemporary visual culture? And how can the participation culture of video-
sharing and vlogging reach some degree of autonomy and diversity, escaping the laws of the mass 
media and the strong grip of media conglomerates?

With the digital invading every creative enterprise and form of expression, pencils have become 
pixels, dreams have turned into data. While cinemaÕs obsession with the Òholy grailÓ of 
photorealism has generated a blizzard of visual extravaganzas aimed at a suspension of the 
distinction between representation and simulation, a generation of DIY bricoleurs use ubiquitous 
Òtools of vizualityÓ (Kevin Kelly) to explore alternative viewings and readings of the familiar. 
Through processes of transference, translation and combination, they encode, reveal or impose 
layers of information and deceive expectations about visibility and availability. Poking the surfaces 
of various images, sounds and symbols, their renderings create poetic, playful and often 
melancholic environments that are both alien and familiar, questioning our relation to images and 
our imagination.

In doing so, he successfully merges video effects into textures and glacial 
landscapes and creates his own kind of melancholic magic.

Dave GrifÞths

Vetoed UN resolutions hand-inscribed onto DV tape using a magnetic quill. Reinterpreted by the 
digital apparatus, these marks reveal abstract, lawless sonic and visual explosions - a fluid display 
of synthetic aerial terror. The action alludes to the shared nature of entertainment and military 
technology in seeking perfect spectacle whilst shunning error or uncertainty. Compressed light and 
sound are unleashed in volatile glitches to commemorate the abandonment of conventions in both 
the digital medium and international law.

In this video, Jonathon Kirk explores the relation between cognition and recognition of war 
images, a relation that has been severely affected by the influence of simulation, surveillance and 
real-time media coverage. Images of a precision bombing, released by the U.S. Department of 
Defense to the glory of the American army and its weapon suppliers, are subject to algorithms, 
which gradually reveal the reality that lies beneath them.

Dietmar Offenhuber

The long backwards tracking shot through a trench in Stanley KubrickÕs WWI drama Paths of Glory  
(1957) is reduced to pure geometry. Nothing is visible other than a matrix of rectangular figures 
and a line which follows the movement of the camera and counts off the spent frames. The viewer 
sees less but learns more.

Lossless##5, 2008, 3'
Rebecca Baron & Doug Goodwin

Lossless is a series of works that looks at the dematerialization of film into bits, exposing the 
residual effects of the process that makes file sharing possible. Baron and Goodwin used several 
methods to alter these works, either interrupting the data streaming by removing basic information  
holding together the digital format or comparing 35 mm to DVD and examining the difference 
between each frame. The project considers the impact of the digital age on filmmaking and film 
watching, the materiality and demateriality of film as an artistic medium, as well as the social 
aspects of how the online community functions and the audience for such obscure films.

This results in tiny phantasmagorias like Starship, a visual 
investigation of a passing ship, which turns into a weird and estranging object through the 
juxtaposition of its symmetrical reflection.

Ulf Langheinrich worked together with Kurt Hentschlaeger on the Granular-Synthesis project since 
1991. With his solo project LAND presented at Bozar, he pursues the core of his recent artistic 
research into the nature of the digital illusion. The performance, with a 3D stereoscopic projection, 
results in a digital landscape solely based on and rendered from two Òpure noiseÓ algorithms. By 
altering some parameters in the generative formula this noise, or dense matter metamorphs into 
various recognizable structures and consistencies. 
Whilst the artist says his intention is to create an illusion and immersion, he also says it is to reveal 
the reality of limits, as well as the specific beauty of a mathematically strict monotony that is 
unique to digitally created and processed material. LAND is an attempt at creating the illusive: the 
immersive and sublime feel of uncertainty through sound, matter, time and space. LAND was 
commissioned by Liverpool Biennial International 08.

Kurokawa uses what he calls an 'audiovisual organ' to compose spatial-time sculptures out of 
digitally generated material, formed from analogue field recordings. Very much alike the human 
brain, he represents memory where visual and auditory perception is reconstructed in an 
unconscious way, where virtual or mental images and reality merge completely uncontrollable. 
The title of KurokawaÕs new project 'Rheo' is inspired by the famous expression of the Greek 
philosopher Heraclitus of Ephesus 'panta rhei', pointing at an overarching state of flux. Heraclitus 
alluded to his parable:'You can never cross twice the same river' because both the water and the 
person will have changed. Rheo tends to eliminate the boundaries of our physical perception where 
the essence lurks in the transition, as in the law of life, nature or beauty where Ôeverything is 
evanescentÕ. 

Three dimensional pixel sculptures are the result of KurokawaÕs audiovisual synthesis. He 
deconstructs and reconstructs architectonic and organic abstractions with precision, coercing a 
complete surrendering of the senses. A minimal, yet chaotic conflux of visual and auditory 
perception merges into an experience of memory and ambiguity where virtual and actual images 
are no longer distinguishable.

For this afternoon the Brussels based design team OSP (Open Source Publishing) will conduct a 
workshop/open source jam session and give a presentation in which they further explore and 
explain the system and concepts behind the project Cimatics.font. 
OSP won a Plantin-Moretus award in 2009 for their design of the publication 'Mediakunst in 
Vlaanderen'.

In July 2009 OSP designed a font called Cimatics. Where other fonts have variations such as Bold 
and Italic, the Cimatics font comes with a Base, Dust, Noise, Trash, Mono, Full_Regular and 
Full_Mono version, describing the amount of infiltrating pictograms in the font.
The Cimatics font is designed to be a generic design tool. By this O.S.P. delivers an open source 
system, allowing other designers in the future to play with it. For this Ñ and inspired by the SMS, 
Twitter and emoticon age Ñ OSP collected and designed 27 pictograms (dingbats) that could 
express the variety of the Cimatics identity: the Brussels 'pentagon', the heart form 'I[heart]BRU', 
the play button, an airplane, an umbrella, etc. 
With these pictograms, which transcend spoken or written language based communication, they 
manipulated or cimaticised an already existing open source font.

Carl Michael von Hausswolff (born 1956 in Linkšping) is a composer, visual artist and curator 
based in Stockholm, Sweden. His main tools are recording devices (camera, tape deck, radar, 
sonar) used in an ongoing investigation of electricity, frequency, architectural space and 
paranormal electronic interference. Major exhibitions include Manifesta (1996), documenta X 
(1997), the Johannesburg Biennial (1997), Sound Art - Sound as Media at ICC in Tokyo (2000), the 
Venice Biennale (2001, 2003 and 2005) and Portikus, Frankfurt (2004). Hausswolff received a 
Prix Ars Electronica award for Digital Musics in 2002.

He is an expert in the work of Friedrich JŸrgenson, electronic voice phenomena (EVP) a researcher  
who claimed to have detected voices of the dead hidden in radio static. Hausswolff's own sound 
works are pure, intuitive studies of electricity, frequency and tone. Collaborators include Erik 
Pauser, with whom he worked as Phauss (1981-1993), Leif Elggren and John Duncan (artist).

Besides 
his artisitc career he is guest professor for 'experimental sounddesign' (Soundstudies) at the 
University of the Arts, Berlin.

The 'When I'm Bad' performance by Lucille Calmel can best be described as a brutal, playful, 
childish and poetic violation of a computer's operating system and various applications. With close 
connections to both  literature, e-poetry and contemporary performance Calmel acts as a writing 
jockey. 
As in a real-time stream of (un)consciousness she is generating visual text compositions from 
internet archives, social networks, browsings and hijacks them through screenshots, shortcut key 
combinations "and other kinds of low tools". 
'When I'm Bad' is an expanded audiovisual performance (increased by the sensors and sound-
interaction from Thierry Coduys). As an act going far beyond the screen, the physical presence of 
the artist - stubbornly typing and manipulating the interfaces - is crucial.

In Grey-Moire Anne-Sarah Le Meur challenges the traditional synthetic computer image: Can the 
computer image go beyond the well known usual clichŽs : perfect geometrical volumes, often 
complex, even 'fractalising' forms, too often metallic textures? 
Grey-Moire - which is a completely silent performance - is an excrescence of Eye-ocean. Eye-ocean 
is her research project at ZKM (Zentrum fŸr Kunst und Medientechnologie, Karlsruhe) that 
explores non-realistic virtual light phenomena (one light is black). Breaking computer 3D-image 
clichŽs, refusing geometrical perfection and complexity, the form is flat, silky, undulating as a 
breathing body rocking the viewer. Grey-Moire focuses in particular on greys and visibility 
thresholds and uses a third light. Grey-Moire is a blind spot.

The TVÕs treat this signals as if it were 
video signals and thus change the sound into light. The light being emitted from the tube is than 
picked up by light sensors and, after losing some information and gaining some noise, is converted 
back into sound, and so the circle is closed.

Since the existence of mechanical reproduction there has always been the economic principle of 
producing multiples or derivates of works of art; e.g. a painter selling numbered and signed prints 
of his work.

Last yearÕs edition of Cimatics festival the Dutch duo Bas Van Koolwijk & Gert-Jan Prins presented 
their Synchronator performance at the MediaRuimte. One year later they come back with a little 
piece of hardware, a device called the SynchronatorÕ. It is for sale in the festival shop, and on 
Saturday No 28, the artist will be present to give an introduction about the device; an art-work, a 
multiple, a tool:

With 3 audio inputs and 1 video out, the Synchronator device enables you to visualize your sounds 
on each of the primary color channels of the video signal. It adds video sync pulses and color 
coding signals to your audio, effectively disguising the input as a composite video signal. The device 
is powered with a 6V adapter and features a color/b&w switch as its only on-board controller. 
Other manipulations are done solely with the audio input.

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principles and allows you to stream your surrounding sound over the internet with a simple, cheap, 
non-commercial  usb-connected device. 
On Staruday 28 Nov the Locus Sonus streambox projected will be presented by one of itÕs makers.

Locus Sonus is a research group specialized in audio art. It is organized as a post graduate lab by 
the Art Schools of Aix en Provence (ESAA) and Nice (ENSA Villa Arson) in the south of France. 
They have a partnership with sociology lab CNRS, LAMES Aix en Provence (who are interested by 
the way that practices related to new technologies are creating modifications in artistic production 
and the way that the public responds to these modifications), and they currently continue 
collaborations with the CRESSON, architecture lab CNRS in Grenoble (sonic spaces research 
centre), the School of the Art Institute of Chicago (SAIC), and other international partners.

Locus Sonus is concerned with the innovative and transdisciplinary nature of audio art forms, in 
the framework of networked sonic spaces, some of which are experimented and evaluated in a lab 
type context. An important factor is with the collective or multi-user aspects inherent to many 
emerging audio practices and which necessitate working as a group. Two main thematic define this 
research - audio in it's relation to space and networked audio systems. Today our research is 
grouped under two main headings Field Spatialization and Networked Sonic Spaces

INJECT

A human body is injected in a cistern. Over the course of 45 minutes, the pressure of the liquid 
exerts upon him multiple neurosensorial transformations. From his epidermal fiber to his nervous 
system, he reacts to influxes of viscosity in this liquid chamber. His cortex, lacking oxygen, 
gradually loses all notions of the real. Like a human guinea pig: a matter-body whose psychological 
states are the object of kinetik tableaux, of singular temporal spaces.

It was in 2008 that Herman Kolgen initiated the INJECT project. The genesis of the principal 
visual material for this project was a shoot, in an immense cistern filled with water, which lasted 
six consecutive days. Yso had to be immersed for over eight hours a day in the glass tank, 
oscillating between weightlessness and lack of oxygen. With the aid of various digital video 
recording and photographic systems Kolgen assembled many series of temporal sequences, images 
that he then assembled into a flexible and modular body. ItÕs a matter of a narrative progression, in  
perpetual circles of influence and movement, where the real is in dislocation.

The references to mechanical, industrial and architectural states are numerous, as it implies 
simple, as well complex associations from these mathematical correct forms. However, the form 
slowly rotates, transcending itself , and the viewer to another state of mind, another perception, 
thus , transforming the physical monolith into an idea, a mental state. The slow continuous 
rotation is a means of  'distracting' the viewer from the initial directness of the object, and giving 
him time and space to reflect what is seen. By this, the machine 'reflects' a transcendental state 
towards the viewer, not only through the medium, but also in its form. 
It does this as the machine is made up from mathematical equations, formal structures implied in 
architecture, and mechanical constructions. These are direct, contain no fault in the virtual, but are 
impossible to perfect in the physical realm. This contradiction is essential for the viewer to reflect. 
This transcendence, mental awareness, is in fact again reflected to the object. The process of an 
idea that has manifested within the viewerÕs perception. The complexity of this mental structure is 
presented by the ever-growing complexity of the rotating monolith, that eventually, slowly comes 
to a halt.

At iMAL Cimatics festival presents the exhibition 'Chapter I: The Discovery' which is nominated for  
the Transmediale award 2010. 'Chapter I: The Discovery' is an interactive installation by the 
Spanish artist FŽlix Luque, and reformulates some modern philosophical questions about mankind 
and technology through the use of images associated with the popular culture of science fiction.

In 'Chapter I: The Discovery'  the visitor discovers a sci-fi geometric object which outputs a code of 
light and sounds.
The work questions the viewerÕs perception - the truth of representation - outlining a journey from 
the initial visioning of a series of videos with synthetic images and ending up in an encounter with 
a physical interactive object which co-opts information flows, sound and light transmission.
Within the context of the work, rather than answering essential philosophical questionsÑsuch as, 
How can technological advances be controlled? On what ethical bases can its purposes be chosen? 
Who is entitled to decide on the ultimate mission of machines? Can machines destroy us?Ñthis 
installation, on the contrary, is about reformulating those modern philosophical questions through 
the use of images associated with the popular culture of science fiction.
The sculpture responds to presence, demonstrating a will to communicate. The resulting 
interaction and behavior are an imitation of artificial intelligence. They are expressed as extremely 
simple rules capable of generating apparently complex behavior. But, what is its degree of 
intelligence? Is it a tool for communication? How autonomous is it? Is it alive? Does it exist?
Accordingly, the installation renews an age-old cultural groundbase, questioning the limits of our 
notions of artificial intelligence and cutting across our collective imaginary of science fiction.

FŽlix Luque S‡nchez (Oviedo 1976) is a digital artist and has created and presented works and 
installations at various contemporary art institutions in Spain, including Mercat de les Flors, 
Metr˜nom, CCCB and MACBA. He is also engaged with sound design and the development of 
customized technologies, hardware and software for artists, museums and private enterprises. He 
currently lives in Brussels. 
He has also received a number of scholarships, including a Phonos grant for audiovisual and 
musical production for young artists (2002-2004), and the Digital Art scholarship of the Belgian 
Ministry for Culture for the Francophone community (2008). From 2001 to 2007, he was a faculty 
member at IUA, the Audiovisual Institute at the Pompeu Fabra University (UPF) in Barcelona, 
carrying out didactic and technical functions at the universityÕs Digital Arts Master and 
Postgraduate Programme of Musical Composition with New Technologies

Cimatics aims at a rigorous approach to its own field of interest and therefor concentrates on the 
interchange between the wide variety of existing culture segments. In this way, the festival has 
always been intended to be an event with a meta-narrative, a node where grass-roots, underground 
and pop or art become mixed. In short, a contemporary happening with a capital 'H'.
Since the beginning, a great many artists of all sorts have formed part of this collage, this cultural 
mash-up. In addition, but crucial, is that the artists are challenged to leave their familiar position 
on a stage in a concert hall and enter the public or semi-public domain with, for example, 
interactive audio-visual installations and audio-visual concerts.

Cimatics\AV\Platform was born out of this Cimatics festival, bringing rapidly expanding goals and 
activities. On the one hand there has been a broadening of vision: Cimatics now looks at a wider 
field of experimental audiovisual performances, but at the same time continues to all it can to 
tighten the links between audiovisual art, media art and the broader, more popular digital and 
audiovisual culture. In this way it attempts to contribute to the development both of the arts and of 
culture in a wider sense.
On the other hand, on the basis of this activity it is building a platform not only for the organisation  
of the Cimatics festival but also focusing on the production of new audiovisual performances and 
installations, holding workshops and creating publications as well as initiating a great number of 
other events.
